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Introduction

This is an attempt at an English-Danish subject dictionary in which the words are
arranged within subjects. It contains mainly nouns and there is no attempt at
explaining the grammar that is necessary to string together sentences, letters or
speeches. It is not a dictionary to be used in a professional or academic context; rather
it is inspired by everyday conversations during which you often wish you have the
name to hand of say a spice (talking about food) or a bird spotted while field walking.
The dictionary does not contain any names of places or persons other than the names
of the six continents. The information is based on a number of other dictionaries,
encyclopaedias and the writer’s own experience in everyday conversations. The
reader is free to use the dictionary for the time being, but a levy may be charged in the
future if and when the dictionary is expanded.
